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At the conclusion of yesterday's meeting between MISC 130 and my
Secretary of State it was agreed that it would be for him to consider how
the settlement then reached might be presented (page 3 of MISC 130(86)
25th meeting refers).

Mr Rifkind will be considering the presentational aspects in the course of
deciding on allocations within the provision for his programmes with a
view to making an announcement about the middle of December. In order

to maintain the room for manoeuvre which MISC 130 agreed that he should
have, he would be glad if there was no mention of specific aspects of the
discussions in MISC 130 such as adjustments to reflect " changes in
population ratios since 1979 for either the Scotland or Wales programmes
in any general briefing which may be released to accompany the Autumn
Statement. :
